_______________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________  hereinafter referred to as the "Charterer from one hand, and BusinessBus, LLC Moscow, hereinafter as the “Freighter”, represented by the CEO Rosenberg Maxim, acting on the basis of  Statute on the other hand, hereinafter jointly referred to as the "Parties", have concluded this Contract as follows:
1. THE SUBJECT OF THE CONTRACT
1.1. Under this Contract, the Freighter undertakes to provide the Charterer with a vehicle for passengers and luggage transportation for one or more service (s), based on the preliminary request (further as “Preliminary application”), and the Freighter commits to pay the full cost of provided service (s). The type and number of vehicles specified in the present Contract is a subject to be clarified by the Parties in the Preliminary application.
1.2. The Freighter guarantees the insurance of civil liability for causing any harm to life, health and passengers’ property under the current legislation of the Russian Federation.  The information about the insurer (name, present and postal addresses, telephone number) and compulsory insurance (number, contract date, validity period) must be delivered to the Charterer and/ or passengers by posting its details in the vehicle interior or on www.en.bbus.ru website on the internet.
1.3. Transportation is carried out per the Statute of road and ground electric transport (Federal Law from 08.11.2007 No. 259-FZ), according to passenger and luggage carriage by road and ground electric transport regulations (approved by Government Resolution of the Russian Federation from 14.02.2009 №112), and the current legislation on the territory of the Russian Federation. When transporting an organized group of children, the Freighter is guided by the Regulations of organized bus transportation of a group of children (approved by Government Resolution of the Russian Federation from 17.12.2013 №1177).
2. The procedure of transport provision
2.1. Preliminary order for passenger and luggage transportation is accepted by the Freighter under the following conditions:
2.1.1. Not later than 24 hours before the actual required service time for adult passengers;
2.1.2. Not later than 48 hours before the actual required service time for an organized group of children travelling within Moscow and its Regions
2.1.3. Not later than 72 hours before the actual required service time for an organized group of children in case of intercity travel
2.2. Details to be specified in preliminary request:
2.2.1. Information about Charterer:
              Organizational and legal forms, INN, information about the person authorized to sign the Contract (to conclude Contracts with Legal Entities and Individuals);
Full name, series and number of a personal identity document, date and place of issue, Charterer residence address (when concluding the Contract with Individuals);
2.2.2. Details about passengers’ category (the identifiable group of persons or unidentifiable, number of children to be transported along with their age, information about children transportation without a legal representative);
2.2.3. Details about the luggage (approximate number and size);
2.2.4. Details about the type of travel (i.e. a corporate or political event, excursion, wedding);
2.2.5. Type and number of required vehicles;
2.2.6. The route, date, pick-up time and place of the vehicle provision;
2.2.7. Required number of hours;
2.2.8. Amount to pay for vehicle usage;
2.2.9. Access policies for boarding the vehicle (in case the vehicle is provided for an identifiable group of persons);
2.2.10. Charterer contact details;
2.2.11. Other details regarding the travel.
2.3. The preliminary application sent to the Freighter by the Charterer, is considered as agreed by the Parties after the confirmation in written form is received from the Freighter’s representative or, in case of any change request to the Freighter, after confirmation of those changes is received in written form from the Freighter.  The confirmations are provided by the parties in order with paragraph 6.7 of the present Contract. 
              2.4.  From the moment of the confirmation of preliminary application specified in paragraph 2.3 and/or completing the payment procedure in correspondence with paragraph 3.9, the present Contract is considered to be concluded under section 2 paragraph 1 article 160, paragraph 2 page 434 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation.
2.4. Changes in the previously agreed application by the Parties are accepted in terms responding to paragraph 2.1 about preliminary Application acceptance by the Freighter. Changes in previously agreed Application conditions in terms less than specified in paragraph 2.1 shall be accepted only as per mutual agreement by the Parties.
2.5. In case the Charterer informs the Freighter about the necessity of reducing the vehicle time usage in less than 24 (twenty-four) hours before the actual service time, the transportation cost is not to be recalculated and the amount is a subject to be paid entirely despite actual usage time.
2.6. When confirming the booking and during its performance, the Freighter considers the details of the Application, independently decides the road layout, pick up and drop off spots following Traffic Rules Regulations, considering the safety of the passengers, the situation on the roads and traffic jams.
2.7. The crew members are employees of the Freighter who obey the instructions of the Freighter relating to the management and technical operations of the vehicle and the instructions of the Charterer relating to the transportation in correspondence with the Application.
3. service cost and payment procedure
3.1. The cost of the passenger transportation service is calculated on the base of tariffs set by the Freighter on the date of receiving the Application from the Charterer (hereinafter as “Tariff”). Tariffs are available on bbus.ru or are provided by the Freighter upon request.
3.2. The vehicle with crew members should be available to the Charterer:
(i) For the agreed time duration (Period), including provision time and the amount of time until the vehicle returns after the service is complete.
(ii) For delivery of the passengers and luggage from one point to another without intermediate stops, including waiting time of not more than 1 hour (Transfer).
3.3. Minimal time of the vehicle usage in terms of Rent is specified in the "Tariffs" section.
3.4. The cost of the service in terms of Transfer is calculated by the Freighter upon the Charterer’s request, is fixed and shall be agreed by the Parties in the form of Application. The first 1 (one) hour of waiting time for the passengers to board is free of charge. Every excess hour is paid by the Charterer additionally in accordance with Tariff.
3.5. 20% of VAT is included in the services provided by the Freighter.
3.6. The payment is based on the Application agreed by both of the Parties and invoice issued by the Freighter.
3.7. The payment for the services corresponding to the relevant Application is 100 (one hundred) % advance if no other payment methods were agreed by the Parties in the relevant Application.
3.8. The Charterer can make the payment by:
3.8.1. Сash payment at the Freighter’s office;
3.8.2. Non-cash transfer of the amount to the Freighter’s bank account, whereas the obligations of the Charterer are regarded as satisfied once the amount is received on the Freighter’s correspondence bank account.
            3.8.3.     Bank card on the website specified in paragraph 3.1 of the present Contract by using a link sent to the Charterer by the Freighter.
3.9. The payment must be completed by the Charterer by one of the options listed in paragraph 3.8 in not later than 3 (three) working days from the date of the relevant Application, agreed by both of the Parties. In case the Application is agreed in less than 3 days before the service provision date mentioned in the Application, the Charterer shall make the payment in not later than 12 (twelve) hours before the actual provision time.
3.10. If the payment is not received in accordance with paragraph 3.9 of the present Contract or Charterer fails to provide any of documents (payment order, receipt, check, etc.) confirming the payment, the Freighter is entitled to refuse unilaterally the service provision upon the relevant Application, which He notifies in a written form/by phone call.
   3.11. In case the Charterer exceeds the time of vehicle usage specified in the Application, and there is a need of payment for expenses incurred during the service specified in paragraph 4.2.8 of this Contract, the Freighter shall issue a request of surcharge (in form of an addendum to the Application or an invoice) based on provided services and additional expenses which the Charterer is obliged to pay within 3 (three) working days from the date of surcharge request. 
   3.12. Refund to the Charterer in cases specified in paragraph 2.5-2.6 is based on the Charterer written application. Refund shall be made the same way as the payment was made previously. 
   3.13. The act of delivery - acceptance of the performed works shall be transmitted to the Charterer in 2 (Two) copies on the execution of the Application, stipulated by the Contract. The obligations of the Charterer shall be deemed to have been fulfilled in full after the Parties have signed the Act of Acceptance.
     3.14. The Charterer shall sign and sent the Act of Delivery-Acceptance sent by the Freighter within 3 (Three) days from the receiving date. In case of refusal to sign, the Charterer shall send the reason of refusal in written form.
      3.15.  In the event that the Charterer has not sent to the Freighter a reasoned refusal to sign the Act of Delivery-Acceptance, the Application shall be deemed duly executed without any comments, the act shall be deemed to have been accepted by the Charterer and signed unilaterally.
      
4. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

4.1. The Charterer is entitled to:
  4.1.1.Claim a qualitative and on-time service from the Freighter on conditions agreed by both of the Parties in present Contract and relevant Application.
             4.2. The Charterer is obliged to:
  4.2.1. To provide the Freighter with full information about the purpose and format of the travel;
  4.2.2. To submit the Application not later than time specified in the paragraph 2.1 of present Contract;
  4.2.3.  To use the provided vehicles only within the framework of activities not prohibited by the legislation of the Russian Federation;

4.2.4. Use the provided vehicles to transport passengers, the number of who shall not exceed the number of seats in the cabin;

4.2.5.
 When submitting the Application, notify the Charterer about the carriage of passengers under 7 years of age, as well as of groups of children of 8 or more persons carried out without their parents or other legal representatives.
4.2.6.  Not to carry without the agreement with the Freighter:

1) luggage when total size exceeds 180 cm in 3 (three) dimensions (length-width-height) and the total weight exceeds 23 kg;

2) When ordering buses: if baggage quantity exceeds the quantity calculated as 1 piece of allowed baggage, dimensions and the weight exceed the allowance specified in paragraph 4.2.4 of the Contract multiplied by the number of seats in the bus;

3) When ordering passenger cars and minibuses: luggage exceeding the quantity calculated as 1 piece, dimensions and weight exceed 60x40x30 cm, multiplied by the number of seats in a car or minibus.

4.2.7.  To pay the cost of transportation and additional services in time, make other payments in accordance with the terms of this Contract;

4.2.8.
 To bear additional costs arising from the Charterer’s provision of His Request Services, including fee on toll highways, entry and exit to paid parking areas, parking on waiting areas, bear the costs of arranging accommodation and meals for drivers during multi-day trips;

            4.2.9.  Ensure that passengers comply with the «Order of boarding of passengers, including children on the bus (vehicle)» (Annex 1);

4.2.10.  Ensure that passengers comply with the «Conduction rules in the vehicle cabin » (Annex 2);

4.2.11.
 In the event of damage of the vehicle by passengers, assist the driver in drawing up a statement or making a record of damage to the cabin and equipment on the waybill, and compensate the Freighter the full amount of damage caused.

          4.2.12.  Provide the Charterer with information necessary for the performance of the transport, including passenger information.
          4.3. The Freighter is entitled to:
          4.3.1. Request additional necessary information for the transportation;
          4.3.2. Refuse to accept baggage or cabin bags, if the items or packing do not meet the requirements of paragraph 1 of Annex 2 of the contract;
          4.3.3. Deny the carriage of luggage and hand baggage if its placement would prevent passengers from entering/leaving the vehicle(s);
         4.3.4. If necessary, co-executors (third parties) shall be involved in the implementation of the Contract. The failure of the co-executor (a third party) to perform its obligations to the Charterer shall not exempt the Freighter from fulfilling the terms of the Contract;
        4.3.5. To replace the vehicle with the same type, number of seats and level of comfort without additional notice to the Charterer.
        4.4. The Freighter is obliged to:
        4.4.1. To ensure timely and high-quality transport services, ensure the safety of the carriage of passengers and luggage;
         4.4.2. To check with the Charterer the details of the Application, inform the number of the vehicle to be sent for the execution of the Application, and the contact details of the driver from 18.00 to 22.00 the day before the service date. If necessary, this information may be adjusted;
         4.4.3. To take measures to ensure that the vehicle, its interior and its equipment for transportation are in conformity with the full set of travel documents available to the crew. If there is additional service equipment in the cabin (air conditioners, microphones, video and audio equipment) to ensure its technical serviceability;
         4.4.4. To ensure the crew correspondence and its qualification meet the requirements of the standard use of the vehicle of this type and the conditions of the Contract; 
         4.5. Features of the organized transportation of a group of children established with the purpose of fulfillment by the Freighter of the requirements of the Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation from 23.09.2021 №1527 On Approval of the Rules of organized transportation.
          4.5.1. The Charterer undertakes to appoint responsible persons to accompany the children to their destination. The number of accompanying persons per bus shall be assigned on the basis of their location at each vehicle door intended for boarding (disembarking). One of the persons is responsible for the organized transport of a group of children on the appropriate vehicle (hereinafter - the Responsible) and coordinates the actions of the driver (drivers) and other accompanying persons in the vehicle. Organized transportation of a group of children without designated accompanying persons is not allowed.
          4.5.2. Organized transportation of a group of children is carried out only in the presence of timely notification to the subdivision of the State Motor Vehicle Inspectorate about the organized transportation of a group of children (hereinafter - Notification). 
         4.5.3. In case of notification is to be submitted by the Freighter by agreement of the Parties, the Charterer shall: 
- not later than 48 hours before the start of service in the city and suburbs, 
- within 72 hours prior to the start of intercity transportation
provides the Freighter with information about:
- children included in the group: surname, first name, patronymic (if any), age or date of birth, contact number of the child’s legal representative;
- accompanying persons: surname, first name, patronymic (if any), contact phone number;
- medical worker (if accompanied by a medical worker): surname, first name, patronymic (if any), contact telephone number.
In the event of failure by the Charterer to provide the Freighter the data specified in present paragraph, providing with unreliable data or violation the deadlines, the Freighter has right to unilaterally refuse the provision of services with a deduction of 100 (one hundred) percent of the cost of services for the assigned transport.
          4.5.4. If, by agreement of the Parties, the notice is submitted by the Charterer, the Charterer undertakes to provide the Freighter with a copy of the Notification. An electronic copy of the Notification is provided by the Charterer in the manner specified in clause 6.7 no later than 12 hours before the start of the trip. A hard copy of the Notification must be kept by the Responsible person during transportation.
          4.5.5. The following changes are not allowed when carrying out an organized transportation of a group of children:
(i) point of departure;
(ii) intermediate pick-up (drop-off) points (if any) of children, workers and individuals involved in the organized transportation of a group of children;

(iii) point of arrival;

(iv) stopping places for having meals, short-term rest, night rest (for multi-day trips) - in the case of organized transportation of a group of children in intercity traffic.

(v) additional information in the list of passengers.
          4.6. Features of the organization of long-distance (trips between neighboring subjects of the Russian Federation) trips established in order to fulfill the requirements of the Federal Law of 09.02.2007 "On Transport Security":
          4.6.1. The Charterer, no later than 24 hours before the expected date and time of provision of vehicles, provides the Freighter with the following information about each passenger:

a. Full Name

b. Date of Birth

c. Type and number of the identity document

d. Gender

e. Citizenship
            4.6.2. If the Charterer fails to provide the data specified in clause 4.6.1, provides false data, or violates the deadline for providing the data specified in clause 4.6.1, the Freighter has the right to unilaterally refuse to provide services with a charge of 100% of the cost of services for the relevant transportation.
          4.6.3. The responsibility for the correct compilation of the list of persons on the bus during the organized transportation of a group of children lies with the person responsible for the transportation of a group of children.
          4.6.4. If an administrative fine is issued to the responsible person for the transportation of a group of children at the time of transportation, the Charterer is obliged to inform the Freighter about the payment of the said fine within 10 days, providing a copy of the payment receipt. If the Charterer does not confirm the payment of the fine within the specified period, the Freighter has the right to independently pay the specified fine and demand from the Charterer:

- reimbursement of the cost of the paid fine;

- a fine in the amount of 100,000 rubles for failure to fulfill the obligations set forth in this paragraph;

- reimbursement of all losses incurred by the Freighter due to this circumstance.

               5. RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARTIES

          5.1. The Parties are responsible for non-fulfillment / improper fulfillment of their obligations under this Contract in accordance with the norms of the current legislation of the Russian Federation.

          5.2. In case of refusal to provide / receive services according to a previously agreed Application:

(i) less than 10 (ten) days prior to the moment of vehicles provision, the Party that has declared the refusal pays a fine in the amount of 3 (three)% of the cost of services under the Application;
(ii) less than 5 (five) days prior to the moment of vehicles provision, the Party that declared the refusal pays a fine in the amount of 10 (ten)% of the cost of services under the Application;

(iii) less than 3 (three) days prior to the moment of vehicles provision, the Party that declared the refusal pays a fine in the amount of 50 (fifty)% of the cost of services under the Application;

(iv) less than 24 (twenty-four) hours prior to the moment of vehicles provision, the Party that has declared the refusal shall pay a fine in the amount of 100 (one hundred) % of the cost of services under the Application.

The provisions of this paragraph shall not apply to the Freighter in case of violation by the Charterer of the provisions of paragraphs. 4.5.3, 4.5.4, 4.6.2.
            5.3. In case of delay in payment of the claim made in accordance with clause 3.11 of this Contract, as well as in the event that payment, as agreed by the parties, is carried out after the provision of the Services, the Charterer undertakes to pay penalties in the amount of 0.3 (three tenths) % of the amount of the unpaid invoice for each day of delay.

             5.4. Provision of a vehicle to the place of departure within 60 (sixty) minutes from the time of submission specified in the Application is not a violation of the term for its provision. In the event of a delay in the delivery of transport due to the fault of the Freighter, except when such a delay is caused by circumstances beyond the control of the Charterer (temporary restrictions or prohibitions on the movement of vehicles on roads, mechanical damage to the vehicle that occurred through no fault of the Charterer, preventing the movement of the vehicle, etc.) for more than 60 (sixty) minutes, the Charterer has the right to cancel the Application unilaterally. In this case, the transport is considered not to have arrived at the place of execution of the Application, the Charterer returns the cost of services for this Application and pays the Charterer a fine in the amount of 10 (ten)% of this cost.
            5.5. The Freighter shall be released from liability for of the hand luggage discrepancy carried by the passenger, unless the passenger proves that the discrepancy of the hand luggage was due to the fault of the carrier.

             5.6. If it is impossible to transport passengers and luggage under the relevant Application due to a malfunction of the vehicle, an accident, similar reasons, the Freighter, in agreement with the Charterer, is obliged to provide another vehicle or return the cost of services paid by the Charterer under the Application.
             5.7. In case of violation of clause 4.2.3 of the Contract by the Charterer, as well as in the event that the Charterer provided the Freighter with false information about the trip (clause 4.2.1) and this fact is discovered during the execution of the order, the Freighter reserves the right to immediately terminate the provision of services. The funds transferred under the relevant Application shall be counted by the Freighter as a penalty for violation of the terms of clause 4.2.1 of this Contract.
              5.8. The Parties are released from liability for partial or complete failure to fulfill obligations under this Contract, if this failure was the result of force majeure circumstances that arose after the conclusion of this Contract as a result of emergency circumstances that the Parties could not foresee or prevent.
Force majeure circumstances include: temporary restrictions on the movement of vehicles, prohibitions on the movement of vehicles on roads, mechanical damage to the vehicle that occurred through no fault of the Charterer, preventing the movement of the vehicle, rallies, strikes, riots, pandemics, as a result of which it is impossible to provide services Charterer under this contract, withdrawal of vehicles for state needs, natural disasters, epidemics, pandemics, etc.).
4. additional terms and final clauses
4.1. All disputes and differences that emerged during this Contract performance are to be resolved by the Parties through negotiations.
4.2. Adherence to the claim procedure is mandatory, the processing period is 10 (ten) day from the moment of receiving from the respective Party.
4.3. Disputes not resolved through negotiations are subject to judicial review, established by the current legislation of the Russian Federation. If the Charterer is represented by an entity or is an individual entrepreneur, the dispute is to be resolved in a court of law at the Moscow Arbitration Court.
6.4       All changes and addendum to the present Contract enter into force only after they are confirmed by authorized representatives of the Parties and issued in a written form. 
            6.5.      The present Contract enters into force from the moment of its conclusion as per paragraph 2.4 or signing by authorized representatives of the Freighter and Charterer and valid for 1(one) calendar year, concerning the mutual settlement of payments to be cleared only after the Parties fulfil their obligations under this Contract. If none of the Parties notifies the other within 30 (thirty) days before the end of the Contract about the intention to terminate, it will be prolonged on the same conditions for the next calendar year.
           6.6.  The present Contract is a subject to be terminated by the initiative of either Party with a written notification of another Party not less than 10 (ten) days before the estimated date of termination.
6.7.     Exchange of the documents (correspondence between the Parties) about terms and performance of this Contract with electronic means of communication (electronic mail) has full legal force if those documents (electronic mails) were sent by the Parties using electronic addresses mentioned in the requisites of the Parties in section 7 of present Contract.
4.4. Services under this Contract are deemed to be fulfilled by the Freighter and received by the Charterer entirely if no objection is sent by the Charterer to the Freighter in written form and during 5 days after the service is complete.
            6.9. In all other respects, which are not settled by this Contract, the Parties are guided by the current legislation of the Russian Federation.
            6.10. When concluding this Contract, the Charterer gives consent to the Freighter for the processing his personal data required for the execution of the Contract.
            6.11. The charterer independently ensures that passengers are familiarized with the Personal Data Processing Policy available for review on the bbus.ru website and arranges for obtaining consent to the processing of their personal data.

             6.12. Assignment by the Charterer of the right of claim to the Charterer can be made only after the written approval of the Charterer.
             6.13. This Contract is made in two identical copies, having equal legal force, one for each of the Parties.
             6.14. An integral part of this Contract is the "Procedure of Boarding Passengers, including Children, on the Bus" (Appendix No. 1), "Rules of Conduct in the Vehicle Cabin" (Appendix No. 2).

The procedure of boarding of passengers, including children on the bus (Vehicle)

General rules:
1. Boarding and disembarking of passengers are allowed only when the vehicle is completely stopped and after the doors are opened.
2. Boarding the vehicle is possible from next to the pavement or the side of the road.
3. Boarding and disembarking of children shall be conducted by the person in charge responsible for the transportation.
4. The number of children should not exceed the number of seats in the vehicle, considering seats for accompanying people.
5. Boarding of children and accompanying people is only in strict correspondence with the passenger list which should be available with the person in charge.
6. After boarding of children, the doors of the vehicle are allowed to open and close under the conduct of the person in charge.
7. During the travel, the vehicle can stop only in special areas and in case of their absence – in places not open to public traffic, to prevent a sudden exit of a child (children) on the road.
8. During the transportation of children by buses and minibuses, people in charge must be present at every door of the vehicle.
9. The windows of the vehicle must be closed.

Rules of conduct in the vehicle cabin
1. It is not permitted to transport dangerous (flammable, explosive, toxic, corrosive, and other) substances, objects (things), the circulation of which is restricted or strictly prohibited in the territory of the Russian Federation, as well as items polluting the vehicles.
2. If a suspicious item is found, the passenger should immediately inform the accompanying person about its detection (in case of organized carriage of a group of children).
3. Passengers are required to ensure the cleanliness and order in the cabin of the vehicle. Including: not drinking alcohol, not smoking, not dirt and damage the seats and headrests, to not leave waste in the cabin.
4. Passengers must follow Traffic Rules, i.e.
4.1. During the travel on a vehicle equipped with seatbelts, they should be fastened;
4.2. Boarding and disembarking of the passengers shall be next to the pavement or the roadside and only after the vehicle is completely stopped (in case the boarding and disembarking is not possible next to the pavement or at the roadside, it is allowed to stop at the roadway if it is considered safe and will not cause any distraction to road users).
5. The passengers are not allowed to:
5.1. Place the luggage in the passageway between the seats, and also in a manner that impedes the passengers to enter and exit to/from the vehicle;
5.2. Force the driver to break the Traffic Rules (for example, to stop the vehicle for boarding and disembarking and parking at the places not allowed by Traffic Rules);
5.3. While driving:
· Distract the driver from driving;
· Open the doors of the vehicle;
· Stand in the passageway and walk around the cabin
6. When organized transportation of children:
6.1. Before the departure of the vehicle, the accompanying person should ensure that the seatbelts are fastened, control their usage by children during the whole travel time, not allowing getting children up from the seats and walking in the cabin during driving;
6.2. The accompanying person shall obey the requirements of the Charterer, that he was informed and instructed in before the organized transportation of children.
